About the Military Support Group of New Jersey: The Military Support Group of New Jersey , Inc., is a
non-profit organization started in September 2004 and continues today as a vibrant group of volunteers. The Military Sup-
port Group consists of family members and friends of deployed men and women of all branches of the Military along with
veterans from World War II, Korea and the Gulf Wars. They support our deployed troops by collecting small toiletry items,
snacks, food, and entertainment items and send care packages weekly to our men and women who are currently serving
overseas. They also collect new afghan blankets and quilts for our injured men and women in our military hospitals in
Baghdad, Germany and the USA. New clothing is sent to MASH units in Baghdad. Members of the group write letters
and cards to our deployed. They participate in local NJ Veterans events by collecting clothing, toiletries and by volunteer-
ing. They also support Veterans Havens, Veterans Hospitals and Veterans Homes with baked goods, supplies and cloth-
ing, as needed. Every month they attend military homecomings to welcome home those who are returning from service.

The Group meets the 2" Thursday of each month from 7pm to 9pm, at Chews United Methodist Church, 319 Black
Horse Pike (Rte 168), Glendora (Gloucester Twp) NJ. (Church Ph: 856-939-1007) and the Group is open to anyone who
wants to help our military. The items needed for their care packages to the deployed troops are: beef jerky/Slim Jims,
shelf-stable snacks, chewing gum, tuna, salmon, SPAM or chicken in foil packages, granola bars, power bars, hard candy,
individual powdered drink mixes, salted roasted nuts, peanut butter cracker packs, white cotton socks, sun screen lotion,
Chapstick, and athletes foot anti-fungal cream.

How You Can Help:

Throughout the 2011 — 2012 program year, the Trenton AGA will hold drawings during monthly meetings as
well as during the Fall Seminar in October and the Spring Symposium in April. Our goal this year is to col-
lect $1,500 to help pay for the shipping costs (@ $500 each shipment) to send care packages to our
deployed troops.

About the Paul Vidunas Memorial Fund:

The Paul Vidunas Memorial Fund was established in 1998 shortly after the death of then Trenton chapter
president Paul Vidunas. During his lifetime, Paul was very involved in community service events and the es-
tablishment of a fund that would support various community service events seemed a fitting tribute to his
memory. Each year a different recipient is selected to receive funds collected throughout the Chapter’s pro-
gram year.

The Trenton Chapter AGA will hold drawings at monthly meetings and educational events to raise funds for

November 16 Meeting -- Keynote Speaker Recap, by Rod Richards

Keynote Speaker: Ben Dworkin, Director of the Rebovich Institute of Politics at Rider University

Topic: US and NJ Politics: Congress and the Christie Phenomena

Current US climate started with the Tea Party, then Occupy Wall Street, i.e. general discontent and dis-
cordance. We'’re in the eye of the storm and collective wisdom is being challenged. Ben told this same
gathering 13 months ago that grassroots voters wanted fiscal restraint but without paying more, and also
change needed. Obama elected on change, Congress with Republican majority, and Christie elected — all
as result. Pundits are asking the role of government, but the essence of the argument against government
is politics on collective bargaining vs. those who think compromise has brought us down as a country.
Everything now equals Principle — everyone saying “Don’t give in!” In this atmosphere, Ben said he had
no confidence that the Deficit Reduction Panel would work [and it didn’t]. All this disruption started in
2010. The feeling is that if you shake your hand with the enemy, then you are tainted and labeled.

Then Christie came — a force of nature. He’s ambitious, smart and talented. It’s more likely that Christie
will give the keynote address at the Republican Convention in August. Christie has overwhelmed all op-
ponents — his approval rating is 54%. Christie is a no nonsense guy and gets things done. In the past NJ
elections, every incumbent won, and few Republicans, but Christie helped them. Each NJ district is about
220,000 people. Christie raised millions of dollars, has kept the agenda on jobs, and his personality is get-
ting 54-58% approval ratings. He’s made Trenton (legislature) business-friendly. Christie will continue

to dominate NJ, and he has put our state at the forefront this year.

From the National President

for the upcoming PDC in Atlanta well under way, we turned our attention this week to training the new leader-
ship team that will take office upon the conclusion of the PDC on July 13.

The first Sectional Leadership Meeting (SLM) was held April 29-30 in Philadelphia for Sections I and IV. Sec-
tions I and III will meet on May 13—14 in Dallas.

We asked Stanislavskaya to share some thoughts on how her volunteerism within AGA has enhanced her career

Promoting communi-
ty service and support of local charities. Establishing various types of scholarships such as the Membership Sponsorship program recently launched
by AGA-Trenton to attract young professionals who would like to volunteer but who are not able to afford membership and events for financial
reasons. Listening to their suggestions and ideas and implementing them where and when possible. Getting them INVOLVED! Opening minds for

change and innovation!

What does it mean to you to be nominated by one of your peers for special recognition by the AGA National President?

Every member of AGA-Trenton leadership has made a significant contribution to the chapter and has served much longer than I have. They all have
been instrumental in accomplishing the chapter’s and AGA’s mission and goals. I am honored to be selected for the nomination by my fellow AGA-

nomination means a lot to me since I am a first-generation immigrant arriving to this country as a refugee in 1992. I started in the local bakery and
have gone through all the steps to become a U.S. citizen, CPA, CIA, CFO, and now President-Elect of AGA-Trenton and the nominee for this
special recognition. The United States is a country of opportunities for all who are willing to work hard. And AGA is a part of it. So, thank you,
AGA and AGA-Trenton, for the opportunity.
